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SOUTHEAST WING

The Southeast Wing houses the Center for Faith and Culture, Center for
Public Theology, offices, lecture hall SG58, and classrooms SG54, S151, S155.
The Southeast Wing cannot be accessed from inside the main building.

To access the SE Wing:

» Go through the lounge area, towards the Old Common Room, down the
stairs or elevator, then take the door to your right outside into the back
courtyard.

« Follow the pathway behind the chapel to the stairs or ramp leading to
the SE Wing exterior entrance door.
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
